These instructions will show you how

to construct the stand using the upright option.

Lay the Base over the Base Support so that

it forms an “X”.

Connect the Base to the
Vertical-Telescoping-Pole.
Use a screw to secure pole

to base. Repeat for other side.

Vertical Poles
to Bases

Connect
Horizontal Poles

Connect the horizontal poles together.
The Horizontal-Extension-Pole should

be in the middle.
Set the vertical poles 10 feet apart.

Unroll the banner and find the top.
You may need to loosely fold the
banner on to itself to do this.

Now, place the banner between
the vertical poles with the top
pole-pocket at the top.

Slide the joined horizontal pole
through the pole pocket in the top
of the banner.

Using screw-knobs, attach the
horizontal pole with banner to
the holes at the top of the vertical
poles. Caution: Do not overtighten.

Attach the 2 Center Support Bars together. =
Hook the center bar onto the horizontal
poles. It will go through the slit at the
top and bottom of the banner.
SCREW IN KNOBS
Use zip ties to stretch the =
banner taut against the stand. =K
This avoids wrinkles and creases. 3
